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MISSION STATEMENT  

 

We will search for and develop the best means available to impart the message of Christ in the 

St. Charles Religious Education Programs for Preschool through High School so that, through a 

lifelong process of learning about their faith, the young people will experience personal 

conversion, growth in spirituality, a foundation for living as Catholic Christians in today's 

world, and integration into the faith life of the parish community. 

WHAT DO THOSE INITIALS MEAN?  

 

Many families say they are sending their children to "CCD".  What does that mean? 
 

The initials "CCD" stand for "Confraternity of Christian Doctrine".  It was originally a religious education program for 

adults studying to convert to the Catholic faith.  In 1905, Pope Pius X recommended that it be established in every 

Catholic parish.  A confraternity of Christian Doctrine is now a shared effort to hand on the faith to adults as well as to 

students who attend public schools and so do not have a class in religious formation as part of their daily class schedule. 
 

 

At. St. Charles, we prefer not to use the term "CCD" because it is too "one dimensional" a term.  It is important to 

learn the facts about our faith, but it is also important to incorporate faith into our daily lives as part of an ongoing 

process, as indicated in the mission statement.

ATTENDANCE  INFORMATION  
 

If students cannot attend a class, please call the Religious Education Office at 262-367-3277 to notify 

us.  Please leave the message on the answering machine if no one answers the phone personally. 
 

Students in Grades 1-8 are asked to bring a note stating the reason for absences and requesting 

that make-up work be sent home. 
 

If students need to be excused from class before the regular dismissal time, please send a note to the 

teacher and to the Religious Education Office, stating where you will meet your child.  (You must come 

into the building to meet your child.).  This procedure is to help ensure the safety of your children. 

 

CLASS CANCELLATION  

 

Whenever St. Charles School closes for inclement weather or other emergency situations, all-day, after-school, 

and evening activities for the entire parish will be cancelled (with the possible exception of religious services). 
 

(The above policy affects the Wednesday evening Religious Education classes.)

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C O N D U C T   E X P E C T A T I O N S  
 

All human beings are created in the image and likeness of God and are precious in the eyes of 

God; therefore we would expect your children to respect their teachers, classmates, and 

themselves at all times.  Respectful behavior will affirm the dignity of each person, will enable 

maximum learning to take place and will present a favorable perception of how young people 

behave to our parish community. 
 

As each of the Religious Education Programs begins, guidelines/policies for behavior will be 

sent home for parents to read and discuss with their children.  We need to have parents 

encourage a positive and purposeful attitude toward Religious Education Classes.  Let your 

children know that respectful behavior and active class participation is expected of them by you 

and by us. 

 

We will give your children every opportunity to practice Christian behavior here at St. Charles; 

however, we will notify you if they show continuing patterns of disruptive or disrespectful 

behavior, so we can work with you to solve any problems and encourage positive behavior. 

 

   G u i d e l i n e s  f o r  C l a s s r o o m  B e h a v i or  
 

 

 

Students in each classroom will follow the specific rules agreed on by the teacher 

and the class as a whole. 

 

Students will also abide by some general policies for all Religious Education students as 

follows: 

 

Sports clothes are acceptable attire for classes.  Because the children may sometimes be in 

church, slogans on shirts need to be in good taste, such as sports team shirts or plain 

colored shirts.  Caps are to be removed when in the building, and outdoor clothing is to be 

kept on the hooks/shelf next to your classroom. 

 

Students are to please leave I-PODS, cell phones, skateboards, in-line skates, and "toys" 

of any kind at home.  (They are a distraction in class and a temptation to others.) 

 

Students are to refrain from chewing gum and snacking at times other than snack times 

agreed upon within each classroom.  (Please let us know if there is a special need due to 

health problems.) 

 

Students are to respect the property of St. Charles Parish, including the restrooms, the 

classrooms, and especially the items in the desks of the St. Charles School Students. 

 

Most importantly, students need to speak to and treat one another and their teachers in a 

respectful, Christian manner at all times. 
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SACRAMENT  PROGRAMS 

 

 

 
First Reconciliation 
 

The Sacrament of Reconciliation is celebrated for the first time when children are in Grade 2.  The children 

are prepared for the Sacrament of Reconciliation during their regular Religious Education classes, which are 

held on Wednesday evenings from 6:30 - 7:30 p.m.  The first semester (September - December) is spent in 

preparation for this sacrament, since it is celebrated prior to First Eucharist, according to the sacramental 

guidelines for the Archdiocese of Milwaukee. 

 

A Parent Meeting is held on one Wednesday evening in October to present Church teaching about the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation, to discuss how the sacrament is presented to the children, and to work out details 

for the celebration of the sacrament, which usually occurs on the first or second Saturday in December. 

 

 

 

 

First Communion 
 

The Sacrament of the Eucharist is also celebrated for the first time when children are in Grade 2.  

The second semester (January - April) is spent in preparing the children for this sacrament 

during their regular Religious Education classes on Wednesday evenings. 

 

A Parent Meeting is held on one Wednesday evening (usually in February) to present Church 

teaching about the sacrament and to acquaint parents with the methods of presentation.  Time is 

provided for asking questions and for making necessary arrangements for the celebration of First 

Communion.  First Communion is celebrated during the regularly scheduled Parish Masses.  

Families choose the date/time for their child's First Communion.  (Please check the Religious 

Education Calendar for the weekends and Mass times that First Communion will be celebrated.) 
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 According to the guidelines of the Parish, it is expected that children will have completed 

Grade 1 Religious Education before they are enrolled in the First Reconciliation and First 

Eucharist classes of Grade 2.

Special preparation opportunities can be arranged for children beyond Grade 2 who have 

not yet celebrated First Reconciliation and/or First Eucharist.  Please contact the DRE

(PSð8) for specific information.

C o n f i r m a t i o n  
 

The Sacrament of Confirmation is celebrated in the Archdiocese of Milwaukee when students 

reach the age of sixteen - usually coinciding with the Junior Year of High School.  Because 

Confirmation is a parish celebration, all Juniors (including those attending Catholic High 

Schools) are asked to participate in the Confirmation Preparation which is offered in the parish.  

 

This includes participation in classes, participation in one of the weekend Confirmation Retreats 

(October 16-18, 2009) or (February 19-21, 2010), Service Projects, and submission of all 

documentation required by the Archdiocese of Milwaukee. 

 

 

 

 

 

Freshmen and Sophomore General Information 
 

The High School Religious Education Program strives to provide young people and their families with a 

variety of faith experiences that are relevant to the needs of teens today. 
 

We hope that by following the principles of Youth Ministry we will be able to share a sense of 

Catholic identity and Christian service through a heart for Christ. 
 

This is an excellent way to assist young people in deepening their faith as they move toward 

Confirmation in their Junior year. 
 

This program will also provide parents and families opportunities to share their wisdom and faith

The curriculum for all ages/grade levels of Religious Education strives to promote a 

balance between "knowing about and being able to articulate the faith" and "making 

faith a lived reality or part of everyday life." 

 

In all of our programs we use up-to-date materials that are consistent with the 

Catechism of the Catholic Church, the National Catechetical Directory, and guidelines 

from the Archdiocese of Milwaukee.  Materials are prepared and arranged so that they 

are easily presented by our many volunteer catechists.

Students in Grades 1, 3, 4, and 5 use materials from the This Is Our Faith  series prepared 

by the Silver Burdett/Ginn Company, which is now included with RCL / Benziger. 

 

FIRST GRADERS are introduced to the basic teachings about the Blessed Trinity.  They 

discover much about God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

SECOND GRADERS use two separate textbooks during their year of preparation for the 

Sacraments of Reconciliation and the Eucharist.  This year the Second Graders will use materials 

published by Loyola Press.  Godôs Gift: Reconciliation will be used during the first semester and 

Godôs Gift: Eucharist will be used during the second semester.  The children in Grade 2 at St. 

Charles School use the same materials because the sacraments are considered Parish celebrations 

rather than separate School celebrations and Religious Education celebrations.

THIRD GRADERS  focus on the Church.  They learn the marks of the Catholic Church, the creeds 

of the Church, and the Church as a praying, celebrating, caring, and ministering community.

FOURTH GRADERS learn about the Church's rich tradition of moral example and teaching, 

which provides the basis for their own moral development.  Focus is on the Commandments 

and the Beatitudes.  A more in-depth study of the Sacrament of Reconciliation than that 

presented in Grade 2 is also a part of their program.  Students in Fourth Grade celebrate the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation during a regularly scheduled class time.

FIFTH GRADERS  study the sacramental life of the Church.  Basic concepts about the seven 

sacraments are reinforced, and new aspects are presented.  They also learn that the Church is 

the sign of Christ in the world.  They discover the difference that Jesus makes in our lives.

SIXTH GRADERS use two magazine format courses published by St. Mary's Press.  In Exploring the 

Bible they learn what the Bible is, where it came from, how to use it, and how it can relate to their own life.  

In Exploring the  Story of Israel they learn the story of the people of Israel as recorded in the Hebrew 

Scriptures (Old Testament) and the major themes of these Scriptures.  The magazine style courses support 

active learning with strategies that engage young people in conversation with their teachers and peers.

FAMILY SESSIONS   

Grades 3-6 from the Summer Classes, Sunday Classes, and Wednesday Classes have a Family 

Session scheduled once during the fall semester and once during the spring semester.  Parents 

are invited to attend an adult class on the same subject that the students study in their classes.  

Students and parents gather for faith sharing and closing prayer at the end of 

the session.  These sessions are noted in the detailed calendar. 
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GRADES 7-8  (Junior High):   
 

The material for students in Grades 7 and 8 is also published by Silver Burdett/Ginn.  It is called 

CONNECT and is in a magazine format rather than in textbook format.  Using a magazine format responds 

to the needs of Junior High youth for more interactive material that expresses our Catholic faith message in 

terms of their life issues rather than as facts to be memorized. 

 

The same material is used by all Junior High Religious Education students in Summer and Fall classes.  This 

year the focus of our study is Who Is Jesus? 

 

Most Junior High people know about Jesus; they know about the major events of His life, some of the parables 

Jesus taught, and some of the doctrines of the Church that flow from an understanding of facts about Jesus.  

However, no one of this knowledge guarantees that Junior High students have met Jesus on a personal level or 

consider Jesus an important part of their lives.  Hopefully, the following themes will accomplish this purpose: 

 

1. More Than Just Facts (experiencing Jesusô presence in our lives) 

2. Whatôs Really Important? (living the values expressed in the Beatitudes) 

3. Talk It Out (the ñhowò and ñwhyò of personal prayer) 

4. Building a Better World (making the kingdom of God visible in our lives) 

5. Extraordinary You (sharing ones gifts and talents is a way of serving God and others) 

6. Spread the News (discovering ways to be a sign of Jesusô presence in the world) 

 

Junior High students also deepen their understanding of Jesus by exploring the theme of ñSacramentò.  They 

discover how Jesus is the ñSacrament of Godôs presence of the worldò and that the Church is the ñSacrament of 

Christò.  The ñSacraments of Initiation and Welcomeò, the ñSacraments of Healingò and the ñSacraments of 

Service and Commitmentò explore the seven sacraments and how Jesus is present to us through them. 

 

The Bible and The Catholic Connections Handbook for Middle Schoolers are extra tools for study used by the 

students.  The handbook is a guide for young teens on what it means to follow Jesus and to be Catholic today.  

Being Catholic has to do with beliefs, but it also has to do with the way you live.  The ñLive It!ò articles in the 

handbook suggest ways you can put your faith into action. 

 

Special Activities are part of the Junior High Program also. Students receive a list of these activities with the 

dates and times, when classes begin.  They then return a sign-up form to us designating their choice of 

activities.
